
Evaluation of the deterrence capacity of warning labels in the selection of alcoholic beverages in 

adolescents and young adults. 

 

This study was planned to be conducted online in Spanish. The translation of the informed consent, 

approved by the Ethics Committee, is presented below. 

 

SECTION 1: INFORMED CONSENT 

 

The CISIDAT (Health Research Consortium) is carrying out a study whose 

objective is to evaluate different types of labeling on alcoholic beverages in 

adolescents and young adults in Mexico. The results will be used to develop a 

proposal for alcohol regulation in the country. 

 

This questionnaire takes about 5 minutes. Your participation in the study 

carries minimal risk. Some questions may cause discomfort, so you can refuse 

to answer them. Your participation in this study is free of charge and is entirely 

voluntary. You don't have to participate if you don't want to, and you can 

discontinue your participation at any time without consequence. 

 

The data you provide will be stored in secure facilities with protection systems, 

known as firewalls, that are frequently used to prevent unauthorized internet 

users from accessing private networks connected to the internet (especially 

intranets). Only members of the research coordinating team will have access 

to your data. You will not be asked for identity data such as name or address; 

you will be identified in the database with a number. 

 

The results will be published in reports and potentially in scientific articles. 

Only global results will be given, and information that allows the identification 

of the participants will never be given. 

 

The CISIDAT Research Ethics Committee has evaluated this project. If you 

have any questions, comments, or concerns regarding the study, please 



contact the lead researcher, Dr. Nancy López Olmedo, at 

nancy.lopez@insp.mx or the project email address:
